TOWARDS ONOMASTICS RESEARCH
AT THE VORONEZH ONOMASTIC SCHOOL

The tradition of linguistic understanding of the region practically exists among almost all residents of settle-
ments. The level of interest in the history of local toponymy and atroponymy depends on the time length of residence in
a given location. The study of the VVoronezh province began in the 18th century, mainly by priests and landowners. In
the 19th century, the local intelligentsia joined this process, creating a certain base for scientific linguistic and local stu-
dies by amateurs and scientists of the VVoronezh Onomastic School. During the period from 1945 to the present, this
school has powerfully explored its region from the standpoint of the history of local toponymy, hydronymy, and
anthroponymy, and also turned to the onomasticon of literary texts in which the proper name acquires additional
functions, becoming a marker of autobiography and chronotope. During this time, the school has grown its cohort of
scientists, including researchers at the professorial level, who in their scientific work use the principle of searching for
traces of "autobiographically directed imagination™ (according to V.S. Listov) in the onomastic legacy of Russian
writers. The achievements of the Voronezh Onomastic School are described in this work.

THREE FORMS OF NAMES IN RUSSIAN LINGUOCULTURE (BASED ON THE
MATERIAL OF THE NATIONAL CORPUS OF THE RUSSIAN LANGUAGE)

The Russian anthroponymic system underwent a complete replacement of the set of personal names after the
Baptism of Rus: instead of Slavic names, the anthroponymicon included borrowed units of Greek-Latin, Hebrew and
other origin. However, the Old Russian tendency to create short forms of the name by dividing composite
anthroponyms by morphemic seam was continued in the creation of hypocoristic forms based on the phonetic division
of the full name. At the same time, the law of aesthetic and emotional expansion of speech was reflected in the creation
of diminutive derivatives. As a result, the Russian personal tense began to be used in three forms: full, official, marked
in documents; hypocoristic, short, isolated from the full name and reflecting the law of economy of speech efforts; suf-
fixal, mainly with a deminutive-meliorative connotation, which manifests the law of aesthetic and emotional expansion
of speech. The national corpus of the Russian language allows us to trace the frequency of each of the forms, their gen-
der and temporal characteristics.
