SOCIAL AND CULTURAL FUNCTIONS OF PLACE NAMES IN THE REGIONAL
SPACE OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

The article examines the value of toponyms as an element of the social and cultural space of the subjects of the
Russian Federation. It is concluded that the importance of geographical feature names goes far beyond the simple des-
ignation of a territorial feature, since each name has its own unique history associated with different aspects of the re-
gion's life, its population and nature. The functions of toponyms, such as preserving historical memory, forming region-
al identity and maintaining intercultural relations, are considered. It is determined that the names of inner-city districts,
streets, alleys, squares, embankments, parks, squares (urbanonyms) carry valuable information about people, places,
important events and phenomena associated with a particular locality (Zagorovsky St., Platonov St., Tuleberdieva St.).
The special significance of heroic toponyms is shown. The role of place names in oral folk art is emphasized (toponym-
ic texts are legends and traditions that often contain a significant amount of fantasy), examples of local legends and
folklore works built around specific geographical names (llya Muromets, Muromskaya lane) are given. The meaning of
local place names goes far beyond the simple designation of a place of residence, their use forms stable images and ide-
as about the region among residents and guests themselves. Attention is focused on the importance of toponymy re-
search for understanding the processes of social adaptation, self-identification and cultural interactions in the regions of
Russia, and therefore the study and preservation of toponyms should become an important task not only for humanities
scholars, but also for government agencies.

THE PRECEDENT NAME OF MALVINA IN MODERN NEWSPAPER DISCOURSE:
SOCIAL AND CULTURAL ASPECTS

The article analyzes the contexts presented in the newspaper subcorpus of the National Corpus of the Russian
Language, in which the anthroponym Malvin acts as a precedent phenomenon. It is concluded that the main source are-
as to which this precedent name refers are:theater, cinema, and children's literature. The invariant of perception of
Malvin's anthroponym, existing in the mass consciousness, is revealed. It is determined that the image of Malvina ap-
pearing in newspaper discourse most often refers to the fairy tale by A. Tolstoy and the film based on his motives, as
well as the song "The Crystal Heart of Malvina” by N. Koroleva. Malvina in newspaper discourse implements the
meaning within the oppositions of an innocent girl/a woman of easy virtue, a young girl/a middle-aged woman (com-
paring the latter with Malvina is a way of ironic assessment), a fragile obedient girl / an overbearing and strong-willed
woman, etc. In a number of contests, Malvina is a symbol of children's literature. The comparison with Malvina is in-
troduced in the newspaper texts using attributes associated with the doll: bow, dress, curly hair, blue or pink color. In



contexts where Malvina is mentioned along with other heroes of the fairy tale: Pinocchio, Pierrot, Karabas-Barabas, she
is not independent, she is perceived as a puppet.
