Smith studied economic
laws and called them “an invisible
hand”. He believed that competition
is the main driving force of the
market. He viewed a man as an

K.Marx viewed goods as a part of the
capitalistic market and by analyzing it
showed the controversy of the market
economy. Marx divided the society
into classes and formulated the law of
surplus value and the law of average
profit as a result of entrepreneuts
exploiting working classes. And this
exploitation takes place not only on
one factory or in one country but
throughout the world (that’s where his
political slogan stemmed from
“Workers of all lands unite!”). He
introduced the concept of rate of
exploitation, circulation of capital,
cyclical character of economic
development.

The theory of marginal
utility is being applied - each
commodity has a price which equates
to the utility gained by the last item of
the commaodity satisfying the least
important need. Marginal analysis
extensively uses mathematical
methods. Generally, microeconomics
- economics on the level of the
enterprises as well as consumer’s
behaviour are being analyzed. The
phenomena are being examined in
statics - equilibrium state.

The main problem of the research is
rational usage of the limited
resources. Marginalists originated the
science economics, and they
considered the study of “pure” not
applied economics their main aim.

principle of free enterprise “laissez
faire”). Let’s focus our attention on
the theory of multiplier. By multiplier
we understand a factor which can be
calculated and which shows how
demand on goods and employment
Increases when extra investments are
being made into economy.

Keynes formulated main
psychological law in accord with
which when the wealth of the
populaton increases it aims to save
money rather than spend them.
Keynes developed principles of
government monetary and fiscal
policy. It encouraged the
establishment of antiinflationary and
crisis-proof system in the counrty’s
economy. Keynesian theory was
extensively used in the government
regulation up to the 1970s

Principles of monetarism found their
application in the “reaganomics” in
USA and ““churchillism” in Great
Britain. Monetarists were interested
not in the circulation of goods but in
money circulation. M.Friedman
studied the influence on the growth of
gross domestic product through the
monetary system. He applied the
quantity theory of money which
established connection between
growth rate of money supply and
increase in comodity prices.

As an integral part of the economic Sciences, the history of economic studies is
considered an independent scientific historical and economic discipline, which
occupies an important place in the system of social Sciences.

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* Volume 1 is devoted to the process of capital production (K. Marx: “The
subject of my research is the capitalist mode of production and the
corresponding distribution and exchange relations), the second volume is about
the process of capital circulation, the third is about the process of capitalist
production, taken as a whole
1. In the 1st volume, K. Marx considered a commaodity - an elementary cell of
capitalist production. A product has 2 properties: use value (ability to satisfy
human needs) and cost (ability to exchange for other goods) —that is, Marx’s
discovery, due to the dual nature of labor: the use-value of the goods is created
with concrete labor, and the cost of abstract labor. Concrete work is private,
abstract - public. The contradiction between private and public is the main
contradiction of capitalism, which will destroy it
2. Investigated the mechanism of creation of surplus value on the basis of the
exploitation of wage labor and in this connection introduced the division of
capital into fixed and variable capital.
3. Developed a formula for the cost of goods: W= C+V+M

CT =3I1 + 3P + IIC (Cost of goods = cost of constant capital, costs of an
entrepreneur + cost of variable capital, costs of labor power + surplus value)
4. In the process of developing commodity exchange at the final stage, a
special commodity arises - money as the universal equivalent, as well as the
universal embodiment of the wealth of capitalist society. Discovered 5
functions of money: measure of value, medium of circulation, treasure, means
of payment, world money
5. The main task of capitalism is the accumulation of profits, which are
invested in the economy and create a differentiation in the income of the
population. Introduced the law of average profit and the law of surplus value,
both speak of increasing exploitation of capitalists
* In the second volume of Capital, Marx analyzes the process of capital
movement, its turnover and circulation, the reproduction of all social capital,
shows that monetary, industrial and commodity capital are special functional
forms of industrial capital, and not separate from each other. its independent

The theory of marginal utility was improved by them based on the application of the
method of marginal analysis (marginal analysis - Fr.), which gave the name of the school
in question. The elements of growth are considered on the basis of limiting values.

* Proved the need to study the general laws of economic life in equilibrium, criticized
Marxism, investigated microeconomics, introduced the idea of hedonism and subjectivism,
considered metaphysics as a research method, static, the main areas of reproduction
considered distribution and exchange. The main problem is the optimal use of resources.
Created a science - "Economics”, rejecting the term "Political Economy"

* A. Marshall - “Marshall's Revolution” in marginalism:

1. Identified the dependence of demand on price changes (the concept of elastic demand),
price and supply

2. The main work "Principles of Economic Science" (in it he investigated the price of the
proposal, introduced the 4th factor of production - the organization)

3. His research was devoted to identifying the dynamics of production costs depending on
changes in production at the microeconomic level, i.e. investigated constant and variable
capital

INSTITUTIONALISM

Representatives: T. Veblen, J. Galbraith, P. Samuelson.

The direction appeared in the 30s in the USA. Economic phenomena were considered
from the point of view of institutions in society, including statistics, political science,
social psychology, law, and so on. (Institutions - stable traditions, habits or laws in
society). It was argued that the question of social guarantees of employment for society
is no less important than the question of the level of wages

* Did not have a common subject of study in economics

* They criticized the narrow views of neoclassicism and marginalism, denied the
freedom of enterprise

» Veblen T.B/, his works: “The Theory of the Idle Class: An Economic Study of
Institutions” (eng. The Theory of the Leisure Class, An Economic Study of Institutions,
1899)

* "The Theory of Business Enterprise" (eng. The Theory of Business Enterprise, 1904)

* "The instinct of mastery" (eng. The Instinct of Workmanship, 1914) and others

* It included an economic study of institutions and marked the emergence of the first
concept of institutionalism. He considered the most important drawback of economics is
that it did not consider a person as a person in a particular socio-cultural environment.

* Galbraith J.K. - the book "Industrial Society”, "Economic theories and goals of
society." There he substantiated the idea that the highest success can be achieved using
the latest technologies. The company was divided into 2 systems: market and planned.
The well-coordinated work of corporations is performed by technostructure - scientists,
technologists, designers, workers, managers, financiers. And it is the technical structure,
not the owners, that has real power in the corporation.

» Samuelson P.A/, Nobel laureate of 1970, author of Economics: made a significant
contribution to the development of many problems of economics: price theory, theory of
the economic cycle, principles of applied economics, theory of optimal economic
growth, etc.

Keynesianism is a macroeconomic theory that first pointed out the role of the state as the

largest agent of the economy. The concept of macroeconomic development is presented.
Labor Keynes "General Theory of Employment, Interest and Money", 1936)

* Principles of state and monetary policy, which contributed to the emergence of a system of
anti-inflation and anti-crisis measures in the economies of countries.

» The Keynesian theory included: the theory of effective demand, the theory of
employment and unemployment, the multiplier theory, principles of organization of the
international financial system, the need for the state to regulate all economic phenomena
and processes occurring in the country.

* Usually in the labor market there is not voluntary, but involuntary unemployment. The
state of the economy, in which there is only voluntary unemployment, he called full
employment. Both aggregate supply and aggregate demand depend on employment (they
are a function of employment), but this does not mean that these functions coincide (as the
classical school considered).

* Demand determines income, not income determines demand.
* The higher the income, the smaller its share people tend to consume and more-to save.
Thus, consumption is a sustainable function of income:

C =f(y)
Where C is consumption, y is income.
* Since national income in the Keynes system is determined by the level of employment
achieved, the consumer demand function can also be defined as a function of employment:
C=1(N)
Where N is employment.
* The theory of the multiplier:
Multiplier (K) - a multiplier showing that investment growth (+Y) leads to an increase in
national income (+0): K = +J/+Y

* The reasons for the development of the theory of monetarism: the growth of crisis
phenomena in the economy, the crisis of Keynesian theory (70-80 years of the XX
century). Criticism of Keynesianism was made by a number of theoretical schools,
which were the so-called conservative wave, or neoconservative direction.

* Founder - M. Friedman. The focus was not on employment, but on monetary
circulation

* Declared the existence of an effective self-regulating mechanism in the market
economy, which Keynes denied

* Transition to the principles of free enterprise, reducing the role of the state

* The concept of permanent income laid the theoretical foundations of the
quantitative theory of money. He noted that the quantitative theory of money fits
into the following 5 theses:

1) There is a direct relationship between the money supply and the price level

2) a long-term proportion between money and prices is formed, based on the
stability of money demand or its inverse value - the velocity of money circulation
3) lack of money neutrality in the short and medium term

4) exogeneity of the money supply

In the 60-70 years of XX century there was an interest in the development of
institutionalism, which led to the emergence of a New institutional economic theory (niet).
In 1997, the International society for a new institutional economy emerged.

The meaning of the theory: microeconomics is developed on the basis of the™ bundle of
property rights”, contract Agency relations and transaction costs.

Social institutions were analyzed using the methods of economic theory. Limited rationality
and opportunistic behavior are considered as a motive of economic behavior.

Opportunism behavior constitutes a violation of the contracts (eng. self-interest-seeking-
with-guile). The technique of the neoclassical school is used, the essence of which is that
the market is considered within the framework of perfect competition, and deviations from
it are considered market failures. Market failures could be corrected by the state, but it does
not have all the information. Therefore, it is possible "Nirvana economy", that is, the
deviation of reality from the ideal image of the economy.

«Russian Pravdax»- a kind of code of feudal law

* Fixed the process of feudalization of the state, consolidated feudal exploitation, gave a legal
definition of subsistence farming, property relations, protection of property rights of feudal
nobility to serfs, land, the right to levy taxes, in-kind duties

* Contained norms of trade and the protection of the interests of Russian merchants, referred to
“bargaining” (domestic market), “guest” (foreign market), etc.

» The entire content of Russkaya Pravda reflected the presence of industrial relations in Kievan
Rus

«Pravda Yaroslavichi» (as an addition to the" Russian Truth "60 - 70 years. XI.) -

1. The legal consolidation of the right to inherit lands that were received “from the father” at
the congress in Lyubech (1097) actually became the beginning of the process of feudal
fragmentation of Kievan Rus and a new stage in the development of social and economic
thought.

2. Tells the device itself fiefdoms with the center in the princely or boyar court. The main

wealth of the fiefdoms is the land on which smerds, serfs, servants worked.

“The Novotorgovy
Charter” is his document, the result of a deep study of economic problems in Russia.

4. Yu. Krizhanich in his work “Politics” summarized the content of the concept “social
wealth”, which, in his opinion, depends largely on labor activity and effectiveness. The
source of wealth can only be labor. The idea of an active trade balance. The need for
protectionist policies.
