Automation in the human's life

Automation is the system of manufacture performing certain tasks, previously
done by people, by machines only. The sequences of operations are controlled
automatically.

The term automation is also used to describe non-manufacturing systems in
which automatic devices can operate independently of human control.

Automated manufacturing had several steps in its development. Mechanization
was the first step necessary in the development of automation. The
simplification of work made it possible to design and build machines that



resembled the motions of the worker. These specialized machines were
motorized and they had better production efficiency.

Industrial robots, originally designed only to perform simple tasks in
environments dangerous to human workers, are now widely used to transfer,
manipulate, and position both light and heavy workpieces performing all the
functions of a transfer machine.

In the 1920s the automobile industry for the first time used an integrated system
of production. This method of production was adopted by most car
manufacturers and became known as Detroit automation.

The feedback principle is used in all automatic-control mechanisms when
machines have ability to correct themselves. The feedback principle has been
used for centuries. An outstanding early example is the flyball
governor, invented in 1788 by James Watt to control the speed of the steam
engine.

Using feedback devices, machines can start, stop, speed up, slow down, count,
inspect, test, compare, and measure. These operations are commonly applied to
a wide variety of production operations.

Computers have greatly facilitated the use of feedback in manufacturing
Processes.

Another development using automation are the flexible manufacturing systems
(FMS). A computer in FMS can be used to monitor and control the operation of
the whole factory.

Automation has also had an influence on the areas of the economy other than
manufacturing. Small computers are used in systems called word processors,
which are rapidly becoming a standard part of the modern office. They are used
to edit texts, to type letters and so on.

The automation technology in manufacturing and assembly is widely used in
car and other consumer product industries.

Nevertheless, each industry has its own concept of automation that answers its
particular production needs.

Automation (part 2)

Automation is the use of control systems (such as numerical control,
programmable logic control, and other industrial control systems), in concert with
other applications of information technology (such as computer-aided technologies
[CAD, CAM, CAX]), to control industrial machinery and processes, reducing the
need for human intervention. In the scope of industrialization, automation is a step
beyond mechanization. Whereas mechanization provided human operators with
machinery to assist them with the muscular requirements of work, automation
greatly reduces the need for human sensory and mental requirements as well.
Processes and systems can also be automated.

Automation plays an increasingly important role in the global economy and in
daily experience. Engineers strive to combine automated devices with
mathematical and organizational tools to create complex systems for a rapidly
expanding range of applications and human activities.

Many roles for humans in industrial processes presently lie beyond the scope of
automation. Human-level pattern recognition, language recognition, and language
production ability are well beyond the capabilities of modern mechanical and
computer systems. Tasks requiring subjective assessment or synthesis of complex
sensory data, such as scents and sounds, as well as high-level tasks such as
strategic planning, currently require human expertise. In many cases, the use of
humans is more cost-effective than mechanical approaches even where automation
of industrial tasks is possible.

Specialised hardened computers, referred to as programmable logic controllers
(PLCs), are frequently used to synchronize the flow of inputs from (physical)
sensors and events with the flow of outputs to actuators and events. This leads to
precisely controlled actions that permit a tight control of almost any industrial
process.

Human-machine interfaces (HMI) or computer human interfaces (CHI), formerly
known as man-machine interfaces, are usually employed to communicate with
PLCs and other computers, such as entering and monitoring temperatures or
pressures for further automated control or emergency response. Service personnel
who monitor and control these interfaces are often referred to as stationary
engineers.

1. Replacing human operators in tasks that involve hard physical or
monotonous work.

2. Replacing humans in tasks that should be done in dangerous environments
(i.e. fire, space, volcanoes, nuclear facilities, underwater, etc)

3. Technology limits. Current technology is unable to automate all the desired
tasks.

4. Making tasks that are beyond the human capabilities such as handling too
heavy loads, too large objects, too hot or too cold substances or the
requirement to make things too fast or too slow.

5. Unpredictable development costs. The research and development cost of
automating a process is difficult to predict accurately beforehand. Since this
cost can have a large impact on profitability, it's possible to finish
automating a process only to discover that there's no economic advantage in
doing so.

6. Initial costs are relatively high. The automation of a new product required a
huge initial investment in comparison with the unit cost of the product,
although the cost of automation is spread in many product batches. The
automation of a plant required a great initial investment too, although this
cost is spread in the products to be produced.

7. Economy improvement. Sometimes and some kinds of automation implies
improves in economy of enterprises, society or most of humankind. For
example, when an enterprise that has invested in automation technology
recovers its investment; when a state or country increases its income due to
automation like Germany or Japan in the 20th Century or when the
humankind can use the internet which in turn use satellites and other
automated engines.
